READING IN THE 
DIGITAL AGE

Back in the day, life was pretty simple for a 
bookworm. Hardbound or paperback? Buy 
or borrow? There was no other way to read 

a book but to curl up in your favorite corner and 
dive into its pages. But in this digital age, a book 
can be published in various ways. More worlds and 
perspectives are open to hungry readers, and au-
thors have more choices for marketing strategies 
and publishing formats. The digital revolution has 
done much to reshape how students read, write, 
and access information in school. Once-hand-
written essays are now word-processed. Ency-
clopedia’s have yielded to online searches. And 
a growing number of assignments ask students 
to read on digital screens rather than in print. To-
day, we can devour books on a printed page, a 
pixelated screen, or as an audiobook. Your entire 
library, whether hundreds or thousands of titles, 
in an electronic device you can take with you any-
where—this is, perhaps, the biggest draw of an 
e-book reader. You can purchase an e-book from 
the comfort of your home, before a long flight, or 
while hanging out with your four-legged buddy 
at the dog park. E-books are often cheaper than 
their physical counterparts, so you save money 
and precious shelf space. And because you can 
increase the font size of an e-book, it’s also a 
great option for those with reading disabilities or 
sight issues. If you’re great at multitasking or just 
don’t have the time to sit down with a book, then 
audiobooks might be for you. You can listen to a 
memoir or a travel book during your morning and 
evening walks or daily drive more enjoyable. 
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When you’re at home, you can finish a horror, 
or romance novel while completing house-
hold tasks such as cooking, cleaning, or do-
ing laundry. You can listen to several chapters 
while exercising on your treadmill or sta-
tionary bike. You’re resting your eyes while 
getting things done—all while getting lost in 
another world or exploring someone else’s 
perspective. The biggest challenge to read-
ing attentively on digital platforms is that we 
largely use digital devices for quick action: 
Look up an address, send a Facebook status 
update, grab the news headlines, multitask 
between online shopping and writing an es-
say. When we go to read something substan-
tive on a laptop or e-reader, tablet, or mobile 
phone, our now-habitualized instincts tell 
us to move things along. Digital technology 
is still in its relative infancy. We know it can 
be an incredibly useful educational tool, but 
we need much more research before we can 
draw firm conclusions about its positive and 
negative features. In the case of reading, our 
first task is to make ourselves aware of the 
effect technology potentially has on how we 
wrap our minds around the written word  hen 
encountered in print versus onscreen. Our 
second task is to embed that understanding 
in our larger thinking about the role of writing 
as a means of communicating and thinking.

Pages and pixels are here to stay in our lives 
and in our schools. To succeed in this digital 
age, young learners must cultivate a “bilit-
erate reading brain”—one that is capable of 
critical analysis, empathy, and a high level of 
comprehension no matter the medium. By 
building deep reading  kills in this digital age, 
readers can have the best of both worlds. 
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Sangamgrama Madhavan was a mathematician 
and astronomer who lived in Irinjalakuda, Kerala. 
His real name was Irinjatappilli Madhavan Nam-

boothiri. His important discoveries are in the fields of 
algebra , trigonometry , exact evaluation of pi (π), and 
calculus . These have later helped the development of 
science in India and the West.   Ananthasreni considers 
him the founder of mathematics in Kerala It was he who 
discovered the mathematical methods used by Western 
scholars two centuries before. Madhavan, born in 1340, 
was the first in the world to devise a method of deter-
mining the circumference of a circle at a precise level 
using the infinite series. It was only after three centuries 
that Western scholars like James Gregory , Leibniz and 
Lambert discovered the method of determining the cir-
cumference of a circle using the same method. Howev-
er, the credit for this discovery still belongs to Gregory 
and his colleagues.

Madhavan was born in Irinjalakuda in Thrissur district.  
He has introduced himself in his works as Madhavan 
of Sangamgram. The village of Sangam is Iringalakuda 
(Sangamesan - the village where Bharata lived). Vadas-
sery Parameswaran’s guru was Madhavan , who de-
veloped the mathematical system called Drigganitam. 
Madhavan died in 1425 .

Works
Madhavan’s famous work is Venvaroham , written in 
Sanskrit in 74 verses on palm leaves in 1400 . This book 
presents innovative ways to know the exact position of 
the moon to help astrologers. Lagnaprakarana, accord-
ing to Mahajyanayana, according to Madhyamanayana, 
Aganita , Aganita Panchangam and Aganita Grahacha-
ram are other works believed to have been composed 
by Madhavan.

Lagnaprakaranam has been discovered and published 
by the Archaeological Research Center of St. Joseph’s 
College, Iringalakuda. It was published as part of the re-
search project Life and Contributions of Sangamgram-
amadhavan.

Blood Group Compatibility
When a transfusion is given, 
it is preferable for patients 
to receive blood and plasma 
of thesame ABO and RhD 
group. However if the re-
quired blood type is unavail-
able, a patient maybe given a 
product of an alternative but 
compatible group as shown 
below.

A person with AB+ blood type 
can receive blood from all of 
the major blood type groups. Atthe oth-
er extreme people with O- blood type 
can only receive blood from donors with 
thesame blood type. In emergency situ-
ations, when the recipient’s blood type is 
unknown, theperson can receive type O 
negative red cells without producing an 
ABO or RhDincompatibility reaction.

How can one donation help multiple 
people?One blood donation (475 ml) can 
save up to three persons lives. Patients 
may receive a pintof whole blood or just the specific componentsof the blood that 
are needed to treat theirparticular condition. The components that canbe derived 
from donated blood are red cells,platelets, plasma, and cryoprecipitate.Blood is 
essential for a person to stay alive andthe availability of safe and sufficient blood 
fortransfusions ultimately saves countless livesworldwide.

Corals are one of the most omnifarious inverte-
brates belonging to a large group of colourful and 
fascinating animals called cnidaria.

A coral individual is actually made up of thou-
sands of small structures called polyps. They pho-
tosynthesize during the day, at night they come 
active and they expand their polyps and anything 
that swims by it is caught by the stinging cells at 
the tip of its tentacles. 

They are the basic framework and home for not 
hundreds, not thousands, but millions of species .
Coral reefs are often referred to as the ‘rainforest 
of the seas ‘. From starfish to Clown fish and cut-
tlefish, animals of different varieties rely on coral 
reefs for food , shelter and breeding .

These breathtaking reefs are the biggest living 
structure on our earth, the only living structure to 
be seen from space .
 
Coral bleaching 
The corals in New Caledonia started to glow! 
Beautiful fluorescing corals. But they were a be-
witching phase of death.

In 1975- the Carys fort reef was thick with Acrop-
ora palmata. but , now only .01% of it is left
Large sections of reef were turning white in the 
airport reef.
 
What is coral bleaching ?
Corals have bright and colourful algae called zo-
oxanthellae , helping each other to survive. Due 
to change in ocean conditions , rise in water tem-
perature or pollution, the corals ‘stress’ out , mak-
ing it expel the algae and the corals fade . 

If the temperature stays high, the corals can’t 
take them back and the corals will die. 
 
As many diverse species are supported by this 
reef , this change can affect the entire reef eco-
system ,on which many people and wildlife de-
pend .
By 2020, 75% of corals suffered or died due to 
stress, bought by the climate change 
Coral reefs can recover if the conditions improve 
but it can take up to 12 years 
But with our help, the planet can recover.
